Trip Deposit and Liability Details

(Just in case you wanted to know)

For weekend trips, a non-refundable $50 deposit will
guarantee your space. For extended trips, $50 of your
first payment (which varies from $300-$400) is non-
refundable. To waitlist for extended trips, a $100
deposit with a completed registration form is needed.

Payment and cancellation schedules to the vendors for
extended trips vary. Generally, payments will be
spread out over 4 intervals which are synchronized
with meeting dates and when we need to pay the
vendors. Details of the payment and cancellation
schedules for all trips are available at the meeting, on
the website or by contacting the trip leader (meister).

The cancellation schedules on the flyers list the
maximum amount of money you are responsible for if
you cancel and are not replaced. Cancellation fees are
necessary to cover fees charged by the vendor for
unused spaces or change fees of the ground or air
portions of the trip. Late cancellations generally incur
airline ticket change fees which can range from $125-
$200 each.

(IMPORTANT) In the unfortunate event you must
cancel, the earlier you do so, the greater the likelihood
you can be replaced and mitigate your losses. Please
make sure you clearly understand payment and
cancellation schedules when registering for a trip.

Trip cancellation insurance is available on most trips,
either through the tour operator or independently. If
you are considering trip cancellation insurance, policies
vary; generally, the earlier you get the policy the more
cost effective and inclusive it will be.

Don't forget. You MUST be a current member to sign
up for SJISC trips throughout the EB (early bird)
pricing period (September 15™).
